EXHIBITION OF WORK BY DORIS ALCOCK AND THE CAULDRON QUILTERS,
LLANFAIRFECHAN

I was told that Doris” work was amazing and that I should not miss this exhibition so on Saturday,
having already told the family I was going to Llanfairfechan for the day, I suggested that my
husband Tony might like to come with me (Andrew was a volunteer at the RHS Flower Show that
day). We had a wonderful day out with a walk along the coastal path by the nature reserves but
for me the highlight of the day was the exhibition. Absolutely stunning — there’s no other way to
describe it. There were three or four exhibits by the Cauldron quilters, each of them having
worked a piece on the same theme and in the same style, and apart from that the hall was filled
with Doris’ work done in the last twelve years. There was also a board of photos of work given
away headed “The Ones That Got Away”. When her granddaughter made up the board she asked
if she could give it that title “only it has got a picture of Grandpa on it”. Doris’ photo albums and
sketchbooks were also there to be looked through. I think the most popular quilt was one she
made for her husband based on the Fens. Both were botanists and this was developed from a
photo taken by a friend of theirs published in a wildlife magazine. Doris went to the Fens to take
photos and make drawings to ensure absolute accuracy — nothing else would do for two botanists.
She made the blocks she wanted — if one didn’t work she would do another — and decided how to
put them together when she had finished. It was amazing. Someone told me that if Doris is
sitting still she is sewing. Someone complained that it would have been nice if the names of the
people who had done the work had been indicated. When Doris replied that she made them all
apart from the sets of four and that she had also done one of each of those, the exclamation was
“Good God, woman”. Asked if she had nothing else to do she replied that she had a husband,
seven grandchildren, a house and a garden. She obviously goes to a lot of workshops which leads
to the many different styles and she tried out the stars for the star quilt that Gwenfai ran as a
series in one of the magazines so that quilt was there. I am sorry the exhibition has now finished
so I can’t send you all rushing off to Llanfairfechan.



VISIT TO THE NEW GUILD HEADQUARTERS IN YORK

St Anthony’s Hall is certainly a lovely setting for the quilts but there was disappointment at the
number of quilts on display. They are hung on the walls of the hall and a side room, and a second
side room has the 1718 quilt display almost horizontally as it is too fragile to hang. We were
amazed that it should have weathered being passed down through generations as well as it has.
Another quilt from the 19™ (or was it late 18™) century impressed us with the accuracy of the
geometric shapes. Unfortunately we were unable to see the backs of the quilts; apparently
English Heritage stipulated the type of hanging to be used and the person dealing with them
didn’t think people would want to see the backs so agreed to the very costly hanging fixtures used
which are too fragile for the backs of the quilts to be shown even by one of the volunteers.
Obviously this is one of the drawbacks of using such a prestigious building. We conclude the
person involved was not a quilter! I would go again when the exhibition has been changed, to see
whether this exhibition was a fair representation of exhibitions they plan to hold. I believe it is
the intention to have some display cases to show small items such as bags but that is for the
future. There is also a small library, an office and storage there — and of course a loo!
