On the spur of the moment I joined the trip organised by Libby
Justice to see the new exhibition. I found the presentation of the quilts was more logical than the
previous one. The quilts are hung in groups of three with the details of all three at one side of the
group pointing out similarities in work from different countries.

It was then time for a coffee so my husband and I then went and found the tea-room above the
teddy bear shop which had been recommended to me on my previous visit. We then went to the
Treasurer’s house which we found very interesting. Some of its interior walls painted with a
pattern, and it has Jacobean embroidered curtains in one room.

As it was getting late by then — getting on for 3 pm — we went to find something to eat and settled
for fish and chips as many places had stopped serving lunch. After that, with some time to kill we
went to the Art Gallery which is always worth a visit. This gallery has some interesting
exhibitions. This one was 1,000 words and visitors were asked to make up a story about each
picture and write it in chalk on blackboard beneath it. Of course they were really only one or two
sentences, such as imagining the thoughts of the person depicted.
