BANNER FOR KNUTSFORD METHODIST CHURCH

I have yet to find out how big the banner is to be now as it is to hang on a different wall
from that originally considered. Following Veronica’s idea for a Christmas banner I have
come up with one design. We have been told that the banner is to contain symbolism and
words rather than just a picture, so the current design has the stable at the centre at the
bottom with a star above; the words God so Loved the World down the centre above the
star and on either side of the star a cluster of holly in flower, in berry, the leaves and the
bark. These are taken from the carol, “The Holly and the Ivy”, the flower representing
purity, the berry the blood, the leaves the crown of thorns and the bark .....................
I am now thinking also about a general banner. If anyone has any more ideas for this or
for any other seasonal one (Christmas, Lent, Easter, Pentecost, Harvest) please let me
know. I am no more capable of designing than many of you.
